One area group 
that has chosen to get

issues on a more personal level is Friends of 
Fourth District Schools. 

The Friends of Fourth District is a non-
profit organization that supports public edu-
cation. Their mission states that they are 
dedicated to enriching the Fourth District 
public school experience for children 
through advocacy, volunteerism and 
resource development. 

Last year the group raised $1,000 
towards fourth district elementary schools 
wish lists. They have provided volunteers 
for various elementary school events, pre-
sented a zoning proposal to the School 
Board and wrote a grant to convert Westover 
Hills Elementary School’s Courtyard into a 
math and science learning center. Westover 
Hills received $3,000 for this renovation.
